Statement:
	In order to be eligible for the SC New Jersey Zone Championship Team or for NJ Swimming Athlete Reimbursement for sectional and national level meets, NJ Swimming policy stipulates certain participation requirements. As a NJ Swimming sanctioned meet, this meet counts towards those participation requirements.

	Coaches Eligibility:
	· All coaches “on the deck” must be members of USA Swimming.

· All coaches must have coaching cards visible at all times.



	Swimmer Eligibility:
	· All swimmers must be members of USA Swimming to enter and compete in this meet.

· All swimmers must be listed on a team’s official entry form to be eligible to participate in this swim meet in any event(s), including relays.

· This is a New Jersey Swimming Championship Meet; only New Jersey Swimming athletes may enter and compete in this meet.

· All transfer swimmer(s) must swim unattached for 120 days from their last attached competition.  Swimmers must use an UN- (New Team Alpha Code) as their team affiliation. All Unattached swimmers must be listed on the team’s official waiver entry form.

· There will be 8-under, 7-under, and 6-under events offered.

· There are no time standards being used in this meet.

· Swimmers are permitted to compete in a maximum of 5 individual events, and 2 relays.

· Age for this meet is as of March 4, 2012.


	Swimmers Unaccompanied by a USAS Certified Coach:
	Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water. If a swimmer is not accompanied by a USA Swimming member coach, then it is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement.  

	Meet Format:
	· This meet will be run in accordance to current USA Swimming Rules.

· This meet will be deck seeded with coaches checking in/scratching all swimmers.  Swimmers will report to the marshalling area for organizing heats and lanes and escorted to the pool.

	Warm-up Procedures:
	Warm-ups will be run under New Jersey Swimming Warm-up and Safety Guidelines.  Teams will be assigned lanes for warm-ups.  When more than two teams share a common lane for warm-ups, all teams must agree to a warm-up procedure.  If clubs sharing a lane can’t agree on a warm-up procedure, that lane will be a general warm-up lane. 

· All swimmers are entitled to a fair and comparable warm-up.  All teams MUST get the same opportunities for general warm-up lanes, sprint lanes, and pace lanes.
· All swimmers must enter the pool from the starting end of the pool.

· All swimmer must enter feet first.

· New Jersey Swimming officials will monitor warm-ups.

· All general warm-up lanes will swim in a counterclockwise direction.

· There will be a one-hour warm-up session with sprint lanes offered in the final 15 minutes 

· The warm-up sessions will likely be three 15-minute warm-ups divided by teams.  



	Entry Times:
	· New Jersey Swimming does not allow ‘NT’ or ‘No Time’ to be used as an entry time.

· All entry times must be in short course yards.



	Check-In:
	· All check-in sheets must be turned in 30 minutes before the start of each session.  Swimmers that are swimming will have a line through their name.  Swimmers that are being scratched will have their names circled with a “SCR” next to the circle.  Swimmers scratching a single event will have a line through his/her name and the event number circled with “SCR” next to the circle. Failure to follow these procedures may result in the swimmer(s) being scratched from the session.



	Starts:
	·  ‘Fly-over’ or ‘Over-the-top’ starts will not be used for this meet.



	Relays:
	· All relays MUST HAVE THE CORRECT FOUR NAMES LISTED AND THE CORECT order for that relay to be eligible.
